Traditional Academic Publishing Cycle
Author writes an 

article and submits it 
to an academic journal

Journal editor determines whether it is 
appropriate for the journal and if yes, sends 

out for peer review

Reviewers weigh in and 
determination to accept and 

publish, revise, or reject is made

If accepted, article, is 
published in journal

Journal is made 
available to public 
either openly or by 

subscription/for a fee

Just a refresher on two models of academic publishing:

As we have discussed before, it is easier for academics to get published if they are affiliated with an institution, also academics generally must have the terminal degree in their field to be recognized by reputable academic journals—this excludes many people from participating in traditional academic knowledge production
--not necessarily a bad thing; expertise is valuable, but how we determine expertise may be exclusionary…

We have already discussed the issues that can arise with peer-review, right? The same people who are deemed qualified to have articles accepted are the same ones doing the reviewing

The article is published and either made available to subscribers or it is provided free of charge (open access)

The subscription-based journals are usually only accessed by those affillated with universities, like you. But what will happen once you graduate…? And what of all those individuals who are interested in learning and contributing but who are unable to afford to attend college?

There are some in particularly science-based fields who argue that the results of studies should not be published in or ONLY IN subscription-based academic journals and many grants now require that the data and results be openly available
